Why do we do what we do?

Have you ever come across questions like: “Why dio §p out these pretty Gazanias?
What's wrong with those hardy Mediterranean Daisysies? Surely Tetragonia and
Pelargonium have been here long enough to be amesichaturalised — shouldn’t they
have a right to be here? Can’t you be more tol@fant

So, why do we do it? Why do we think it worthwhslpending so much time and effort in
trying to nurture local species even if sometinfesytdon’t immediately seem as pretty
as some introduced plants? Why should it be impt?ta

In order to find some answers, we organized twadue-workshops with members of
CCA and other local community groups. We discud¥atural Resources Values and
agreed that we consideréebdiversity as our highest valueand used as its definition:
Variety of all life forms, the different plants,iarals and micro-organisms, the genes
they contain and the ecosystems of which they d&gpart. [... biodiversity is greater than
a sum of its parts and is underpinned by the coiscep evolution and ecosystems
functionality.]

At the end of the workshops we formulated our Migsbtatement:

To preserve and enhance the natural biodiversity ©bttesloe by protecting and
conserving, rehabilitating and ultimately restoringreas of natural vegetation, and
revegetate areas which become available through dlanse change, using local
indigenous species
